Stay safe with electricity

Push your safety switch test button every three A Arabié
months to make sure it turns the power off. Then turn
power back on. If it doesn’t turn the power off, get it
replaced by a licensed electrical contractor.

If you don’t have a safety switch, get one installed by
a licensed electrical contractor.

Don’t use damaged power points, switches or
electrical equipment, or cords with frayed or broken
wires.

Keep all electrical equipment clear of water and
splashes, and always wear shoes when using
electrical equipment.
